See three generations of Wyeth art and the special exhibit Striking Poses: Portraits from the Museum's Collections at the Brandywine River Museum; marvel at the works in On Assignment: American Illustration 1850–1950 and explore the sculpture garden at the Delaware Art Museum; expand your art horizons with exhibitions like Tranquility; In Canon; and The Morris Kitsch Archive at the Delaware Center for the Contemporary Arts along Wilmington’s Riverfront; reconnect with your inner choo-choo in Almost as Fast as Birds Can Fly: the Railroad in Delaware History at the Delaware Historical Society, and take a walk through the past in New Castle’s 22,000-square-foot Read House;  track down animals that live up in the trees in the Tree Houses exhibit at the Delaware Museum of Natural History; experience hands-on history in a parklike setting at the site of the former Du Pont powder mills, Hagley Museum and Library; gape at the giant water-platters in the water lily ponds and ooh and aah at Longwood Gardens’ spectacular fountain shows; take a guided tour of the woodland wildflower gardens at Mt.
