Expanded Winter Hours at Hagley Museum 

Wilmington, Delaware – January through March 2010  –  Hagley Museum  is announcing expanded winter hours beginning in2010. The museum will now be open daily 9:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. year round.   From January 4, to March 12, 2010, the museum’s winter hours will feature special guided tours at 10:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m. During these weekday tours, visitors will be escorted through the property by a guide who will interpret the 235-acre site including Eleutherian Mills, the du Pont ancestral home; the powder yard; and Workers’ Hill; The tour is included in the cost of admission, $11 adults, $9 students and senior citizens, $4 children six through to fourteen, free for children five and under and free for members.  On weekends,  guided tours of Eleutherian Mills are offered every half hour; other parts of the property are self guided.
During the winter, visitors who wish to only walk on the site or peruse the exhibits in the Visitor Center at Hagley may do so for $5, 9:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., on weekdays. “Hagley has identified a need in the local community for more programming and greater accessibility during winter hours,” says Hagley Executive Director Geoff Halfpenny. “By opening for walking and adding an additional guided tour on winter weekday mornings, visitors can walk along the Brandywine’s most beautiful mile and explore the birthplace of the DuPont Company.”
