It’s always Cool along the Brandywine


Wilmington, Delaware – Summer 2009 – Take a respite from the heat at Hagley. This summer there are many reasons to visit Hagley.

Wander along the most beautiful mile on the Brandywine or muscle through wooded trails above the powder yard. Peddle at an easy pace through the lower property or power your way up Workers’ Hill. Picnic in one of our wooded areas and enjoy the fresh air. The property is closed to vehicle traffic. Admission is $2 per person, free for members.
Families looking for a deal will love Dollar Days at Hagley every Thursday in July and August. Visit Workers’ Hill and try writing with a quill pen and experience life in the nineteenth-century way. Demonstrations of a water turbine, Machine Shop, and steam engine are sure to delight children of all ages. Eleutherian Mills, the du Pont family ancestral home, is open for tours, including the exhibit “From the Orient: Souvenirs from Captain Samuel Francis Du Pont’s Voyage of 1857-1858” in the second floor gallery. Be sure to make a stop in the Visitors Center to see the current exhibits “Nineteenth-Century Patent Models: Innovation in Miniature” and the hands-on “DuPont Science and Discovery” exhibit. Admission for the entire 235-acre site is $1, free for members.
Hagley’s Creek Kids offer Sunday afternoons filled with fun for families. Spend an afternoon of music, games and leisure activities, history, food, and make-and-take crafts. Creek Kids programs are the third Sunday of each month (March through August). Summer programs include Fathers and Sons at Hagley on June 21, Gunpowder in American History on July 19, and The Natural World of the Brandywine on August 16. Activities are included in regular admission, free for members.
